In 1950, when Hergé set
up a team of assistants called Studios Hergé, Bob De Moor joined the team
and quickly became Hergéd's right-hand man, De Moor was able to draw
fast and imitate his boss's style so well that he was given the job of drawing
furniture, wehicles, and all kinds of scenery in the Tintin stories.
